Board Meeting Minutes

November 22, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 12:15 by President Diana Knaebe 
Approval of Minutes: The minutes of the October 21, 2010 meeting were approved. (Stanzione/Edwards) Motion carried.
Correspondence:  We received a letter about the Shelter Box program. There was some discussion about a donation that was pledged by Tate & Lyle to donate funds for one shelter box. No board members present were sure that Tate & Lyle had ever made the payment. Julie Moore will check with a representative for Tate & Lyle and report back at the next board meeting.
Financial Report: Currently we are in a good financial situation with $67,714 in cash. YTD income is $24,427 and YTD expenses are $22,482 with a net income for the year of $1,945. Polio Plus was paid $1286.00 and $560.00 went to Paul Harris on November 22, 2010. Income for the month was $6,639 and expenses were $299. Community Foundation account was at $18,077. The purpose of this account is to hopefully over time add a considerable amount of money which will allow the club to use the interest earned for club projects. Members can make donations to the Community Foundation throughout the year or make a provision in their will. The financial report was approved (Bateman/Stanzione) Motion carried.
Additional comments were addressed about members in arrears. Andy indicated that there was no concern. We also discussed calling the Decatur Club in advance of expected low attendance. Such as: bank or school holidays and meetings following a major holiday. Diane will talk with the Decatur Club staff about the number of meals that we are paying for.

Grants: Ben Harmon reported that he has received twelve applications so far. Cut off time for applications is November 31st. There was some discussion about extending the cut off to Dec. 31st. After further discussion and a motion from Goebel/Keane it was determined that we would leave the original date of Nov. 31st as the cut off. Motion carried. We also discussed who was eligible to receive the grants and it was determined that the organization had to be a 501C3. We also discussed how much money we had to spend on international projects.

Old Business:

-RYLA-Erin was not present
-Orphanage and Dr. Sinha- It was determined that 25% of the entire budget is to be spent on international projects. It was also determined that Grant money can’t be spent on Dr. Sinha’s project or the orphanage we sponsor in Mexico.  

Heather Stoa was present to share with us her frustration with getting the budgeted money to Indi for Dr. Sinha’s project. Heather shared with us that there are no eligible clubs in India to accept or money. Therefore, the matching money from the district will be difficult to obtain. We have budgeted $6,833 for Dr. Sinha’s project and we discussed taking half of our international money ($4,000) and give an additional $2,000 to Dr. Sinha’s foundation. After much discussion a motion was made by Goebel/Edwards to take $2,000 from our international money and increase the total donation to Dr. Sinha’s project to $8,833. Motion carried. We still have $2,000 to donate for other international projects plus we could possibly use some grant money that is not spent.

-Thanksgiving baskets-Andy will send the money for the baskets.
New Business

-Howard Edwards indicated that our club will provide assistance for the Turkey Tourney over two days. Delmar Sandage has arranged for members to be present on the dates requested.
