FINANCE

The finance committee reported that progress has been made in collecting on past due accounts.  

 

It was approved (Stoa/Paulin) to write off a total of $3,820 from former members of the club.  There were 15 accounts ranging in value from $15 to $555.  It was noted that the club did not actually “lose” that amount of money.  It was mainly an overstatement of “profits” from meals not consumed.  These accumulated over a 2 to 3 year period.

 

FOUNDATION

Lucy Murphy, of our foundation committee and a member of the District Foundation committee, reported that it is the goal of Rotary International to have each member of Rotary contribute $100 per year to the Annual Fund by 2005.  It is the task of the committee and board to inform the members of the purpose and accomplishments of the Rotary International Foundation.  Lucy Murphy will develop a 2 to 3 year approach which may include providing forms at our weekly meetings, forms inserted in our quarterly bills, monthly informational meetings, and newsletter articles.  It is our responsibility and privilege to make a multi-faceted monthly appeal.

 

WEBSITE

The Web Design bill came in approximately $1,000 less than anticipated.  Separately from that, yet related, Jason Ferguson spent time creating the website.  He donated his time.  The board voted to pay $750 to Jason Ferguson for his excellent services.  (Finn/Getty)
